We would like to let you know that by the beginning of the spring semester we are going to launch a new website for the Digital Archive of Newark Architecture which will provide access to, among other things, digitized maps from the Atlas of Newark and New Jersey (1872), electronic books, articles and records of the HABS (Historical American Buildings Survey) on Newark, a list of materials in our graphic collection, and links to related Internet resources.
